How do we 
teach reading?

ÅThe Independent review of the teaching 
of early reading was an influential report 
by Sir Jim Rose, former HMI director of 
inspection at Ofsted, into the teaching of 
reading in primary schools in England in 
2006.

ÅThe report recommended that synthetic 
phonics "should be taught as the prime 
approach in learning to decode (to read) 
and encode (to write/spell) print". Phonics 
should be taught systematically and 
discretely, however, it should be set 
within a "broad and rich" "multisensory" 
curriculum. The report stressed the 
importance of language development 
(including speaking and listening).



How do 
children learn 
to read?

They first start toé

1. Read pictures and make sense of a story.
2. Hear sounds/phonemes in spoken words.
3. Carry on a rhyming string (book, look, took, 

etc ).
4. Hear and recognise initial sounds.
5. Sound out CVC words ðsegment for spelling 

and blend to read (cat, sit, etc ).
6. Recognise that a sound can be made by 

more than one letter ( ai/ay/a -e).
7. Blend CCVC/CVCC words (stop/fast).
8. To learn split digraphs a -e.
9. To know that a phoneme can be made by 1, 

2 or 3 letters ( i, ie, igh).

Sharing stories regularly is very important so children hear and see letters 
and words to make sense of them when they are read to and when they are 
reading.



How does 
the 
English 
Language 
work? 

All words are made up of sounds connected 
together in order to make the words

cat - 3 sounds c-a-t

Dog ðd ðo-g          (single phonemes)

Ship  - sh ði ðp    (sh ðdiagraph)

Light  - l ðigh ðt   ( igh ðtrigraph )

Chain ðch ðai ðn   

There are 44 sounds that make up all words 
in the English Language but only 26 letters! 



So why is English 
so tricky? 

The biggest problem is that the 44 
sounds can be represented in different 
waysé

There are over 150 different ways 

to say all of the sounds. 

For example: 

ee = sleep

y = happy

ea = dream

e = he
